ADVISORY INFORMATION

This Extension of Authorisation relates to the use of ‘Fox’ (M11981) for the control of Geranium spp. in Oilseed Rape. It should be applied via horizontal boom sprayer with a minimum water volume of 200 litres product/ha, from the 6 true leaf growth stage.

The crop safety of ‘Fox’ to oilseed rape crops has not been established and users should satisfy themselves regarding crop safety, for example by treating a small area first, before treating large areas of oilseed rape.

This Authorisation has been re-issued under the existing MAPP number following a change to the authorisation holder and name change of the existing marketing company. This notice will expire in line with the parent authorisation.
